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Koteshwor Multiple Campus follows a structured and technology-integrated system of 

internal assessment to ensure continuous evaluation and effective monitoring of students’ 

academic progress. As part of its internal assessment process, the campus conducts three 

major terminal examinations: the First Term, Second Term, and Pre-Board exams, all of 

which are held prior to the Final Board Examination. These examinations are designed to 

assess students’ preparedness, identify learning gaps, and provide opportunities for 

improvement before the final evaluation. For each terminal examination, the campus issues 

admit cards embedded with a QR code to all appearing students. This QR-based system 

plays a crucial role in maintaining accuracy and efficiency in attendance management. 

During examinations, student attendance is recorded by scanning the QR code printed on 

their admit cards using a dedicated attendance machine, ensuring real-time data capture 

and minimizing manual errors. The attendance data is instantly stored in the system, 

allowing for transparent and reliable record-keeping. After each examination, the QR-

based attendance records are systematically compiled and printed from the campus system 

for official documentation and verification. This integration of digital tools in internal 

assessment not only enhances administrative efficiency but also strengthens accountability 

and authenticity in the evaluation process.
