The graduate data from 2022 to 2024 shows how many graduates found jobs in Management, 

Humanities, Education, and MBS programs from 2022 to 2024. In 2023, the most graduates were 

188 students, and 45 found jobs. However, the Management department, the largest, saw its job 

placement rate fall from 53% in 2022 to 17% in 2024. On the other hand, the Education program 

had an unusual result in 2024, with 15 students getting jobs even though there were only 10 

graduates. This likely means some students from earlier years also found jobs. Overall, the table 

shows that in 2024, smaller groups of graduates, especially in Education and Humanities, had 

better chances of finding jobs than the larger Management group. The placement in overall 

graduated students in 2023 and 2024 seems almost stable (24% of the total graduates).
